To All University of Tokyo Members (Students, Faculties, and Workers)
Notice: Caution about Swine Influenza
As many human cases of swine influenza (swine flu, pig flu) were confirmed in Mexico and the US, WHO declared this event a Public Health Emergency of International Concern, and the Japan’s Government recognized that it should exercise extreme caution in this issue. Ministry of Education, Sports, Science and Technology also called on universities to cooperate with it on April 27.
Thus, the Division for Health Service Promotion urges all members of the University of Tokyo to be alarmed about the following points. All the members must respond to this matter with serious attention.
★ Traveling Overseas

・Reconsider necessity of visiting Mexico; a considerable number of people have died of the flu there.
・When visiting countries where confirmed cases of the flu are being reported, avoid crowd, gargle and wash your hands frequently and wear a mask to protect against catching the flu virus. Also, obtain the latest information about the flu on everyday basis while abroad.
★ Domestic
・Since many foreign people have been visiting this country, you must be aware of this flu even in Japan. Please obtain accurate information about the flu and maintain poised demeanor. When going out, avoid crowd, gargle and wash your hands frequently, and wear a mask to protect against catching the flu virus.
★ Note
・If this new flu arises and human-to-human transmission is confirmed in Japan, the University may take necessary actions including school closing.
・The University will make vital information about the flu available on the Todai homepage; please check it carefully.
