m Submission Period: July 18 (Thu) -October 14 (Mon/National Holiday), 2019

3. How to Apply|

« Each applicant may submit one photo per each category. (Maximum of three photos in
total per one applicant.)
Applicants cannot submit the same photo for more than one category.

« The file should be JPEG images and should be larger than 1MB. (Photos taken using
smartphones are also welcome.)
Image files should be submitted by uploading the files along with all necessary details

through the following website < https://goo.gl/tMBjls >. When uploading, name your

file(s) with 1) a title of your photo and 2) your name. (File name example: Passing the
Red Gate (Taro Todai)).
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« Short description (English: up to 100 words/Japanese: up to 200 letters) is necessary for
each application. The description should include your perspective on the photograph(s)
submitted: why you selected the photo for the category, your message/intention through

the photo, etc.

4. Notes for when making a Submission

Photos submitted must be taken by the applicant and its copyright must be owned by the
applicant. Applicants will be disqualified if they submit photos in the name of other
individuals and/or use photos taken by other individuals.

Please obtain permission from individuals in a photograph before submitting the photo. In
particular, if any of the individuals in the photo is a minor (under 20), the applicant must
obtain parental permission for the use of the photo. UTokyo will not bear any
responsibility for the lack of permission.

The University may revoke awards if the committee recognize any violations in the
submission, e.g. any similarities found in other individuals’ photos, one photograph is
submitted to more than one category, etc.

Although the copyrights of the submitted photographs still belong to the photographers,
the University possesses the right of reproduction and public transmission of all submitted
photographs without charge.

Please be aware that moral rights of the photographer will not be exercised.

Submitted image files will not be returned.

5. Evaluation Guidelines

m First screening: Photographs will be assessed based on the message of the photograph
submitted, rather than the quality of the photograph and/or your skill of photography. The
description submitted along with your photo(s) will be screened as well.

B Second screening : The photos selected in the first screening will be exhibited in the Student
Plaza of the Go Global Center in the early November. Those who visit the exhibition can vote
for any photos they like. Final selection will be made comprehensively based on the number

of votes obtained and the description submitted for the photo.
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6. Handling of Personal Information

Personal information collected during the Photo Contest will only be used when
announcing the award winners and in the managing and operation of the Photo Contest
such as when announcing the award winners.

The photographer’s name and their department of affiliation may be revealed for PR

purposes and the announcement of the award winners.
