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Bicycle theft prevention registration

It is an obligation of users to have a bicycle theft prevention registration done under the Act on
Promotion of Safe Use of Bicycles and Comprehensive Advancement of Measures for Bicycle
Parking when purchasing a new bicycle at a bicycle shop or at one of the DIY shops. People at the
shop will do it for you.

Caution: If you ride a bicycle without a registration sticker, the police may suspect you of bicycle
theft and ask you a bunch of questions, and/or may take you to the police station for further
questioning.

1. Basic Process of Purchasing a New Bicycle

@ Fill in the registration form (see below).

@ Pay for a registration fee of 600 yen. It is valid for 10 years.

*If you buy a bicycle on the internet or by a mail order, the procedure is different. Please submit the
registration form to a registration location (e.g., a bicycle shop) nearby and go through registration
procedure.

Required items: bicycle, residence card, proof of purchase (receipt/warranty certificate), registration fee



@ Please keep the following documents safe.
Documents: A copy of your registration form, proof of purchase (receipt/warranty certificate)

@ A registration sticker will be placed on your bicycle. This sticker stands for 1) a proof of

registered theft prevention, 2) a theft control and prevention, and 3) an early theft discovery.

@ Your registration card is sent to the Chiba Prefecture Crime Prevention Association (Chibaken

bouhan Kyoukai). Your personal data created by the Association is strictly protected and
managed by the Police-headquarters.

2. Basic Process of Registering a Second-hand Bicycle

It’s necessary to carry out the theft prevention registration when you get a used bicycle. The
procedure varies depending on when and where the previous registration has been carried out.

@ If your bicycle was registered with the local police within the past 10 years in Chiba
Prefecture by the previous owner, transfer of ownership by the previous owner is required.

(‘The previous owner :

1. Cancels the registration at the nearest police station or koban in Chiba Prefecture. (If you
are able to communicate in Japanese, cancellation by phone is acceptable)

2. Fills in a "transference of ownership form" and give it to the new owner with the copy of
the theft prevention registration.

The new owner should register the bicycle under their name at the nearest bicycle shop (ex.

Keiyo D2 near campus). Please tell the shop staff that previous registration has expired.
Showing of the copy of the previous regisration may be required. *2




@ If your bicycle was registered for theft prevention more than 10 years ago in Chiba
Prefecture, there is no need for cancellation by the previous owner, as the registration has
naturally expired within the 10-year timeframe. The new owner is required to initiate a new
registration for the bicycle.

The previous owner fills in a "transference of ownership form" and gives it to the new owner
with the copy of the theft prevention registration .

The new owner should register the bicycle under their name at the nearest bicycle shop. (ex.
Keiyo D2 near campus). Please tell the shop staff that previous registration has expired.
Showing of the copy of the previous regisration may be required. *2

@ If your bicycle was registered for theft prevention registration in other prefecture,
deregistration and reregistration are required.

The previous owner fills in a "transference of ownership" form and gives it to the new owner
with the copy of the theft prevention registration.

The previous owner deregiser the previous registration by phoning a police station in the
Prefecture where the previous registration had been made.
In order to prevent impersonation crime, deregistration should be made
by the previous owner.

The new owner should register the bicycle under their name at the nearest bicycle shop (eg.
Keiyo D2 near campus). Please tell the shop staff that the previous registation has been
cancelled. Showing the copy of previous registration may be required. *2

[Note]

® If you wish to get a used bicycle, please contact the owner directly and ask for his or her
permission. You cannot get an abandoned bicycle in the parking space without asking.

® |t takes about a month to complete all the registration procedures. Therefore, especially for
the first month, please keep “Transference of ownership form” and “Copy of theft prevention
registration” safe to avoid being suspected of theft by mistake. (You are recommended to carry

the copy of new theft prevention registration all the time.)

® The theft prevention registration is NOT insurance. It is the duty for all the owners of bicycles.

3. Bicycle Insurance & Helmet

As of July 1st, 2022, bicycle insurance is mandatory for all bicycle riders.

As of April 1st, 2023, all bicycle riders will be responsible for trying to wear a helmet.

Liability insurance is mandatory if you are biking on the roads. Liability insurance helps pay for any
damage or injury to others in case you cause an accident while you are riding a bicycle. Bicycle
insurance may be covered by a personal liability insurance you already have (property insurance, fire
insurance, credit insurance, etc.). Please check the contents and coverage of your and your family's

insurance policies.

TS (Traffic Safety) mark: The TS mark is affixed to bicycles once a year after inspection and
maintenance at a bicycle safety store (fees charged). This mark has ancillary insurance such as injury
compensation (the validity period is one year from the date of inspection and maintenance), and
there are two types, red and blue, depending on the content of the insurance coverage.
