Undergraduate Admissions

Undergraduate Education System

UTokyo has a total of 10 Faculties(—p.3), all of which offer
undergraduate programs.

A key feature of the undergraduate education is that the first
2 years (referred to as the Junior Division) are devoted to the
study of liberal arts and the acquisition of fundamental skills
necessary for further study. From the 3rd year, students
proceed to one of the 44 departments in the 10 Faculties of
the Senior Division and pursue their fields of specialization.

1. Enrolling in Undergraduate Degree Programs
Offered in Japanese

There are 2 processes for admission to the traditional under-
graduate program of UTokyo. One is for students who
graduated from high schools in Japan (General Screening
Test) and the other is for students who graduated from high
schools abroad (Special Screening Tests).

As the majority of the courses in the traditional undergraduate
programs are taught in Japanese, a high level of proficiency in
Japanese is required upon enrollment.

Special Screening Test (Class-1)

Special Screening Test (Class-1) is the admission for non-
Japanese nationals without permanent residency in Japan.
Students admitted through this screening proceed to the
Senior Division faculty and department that they indicated in
their university application form, provided that they fulfill the
requirements of the Junior Division.

PEAK is a Bachelor of Arts program based on the traditional
liberal arts curriculum treasured by UTokyo. After two years of
liberal arts education, PEAK students advance to the Interna-
tional Program on Japan in East Asia or International Program
on Environmental Sciences. No prior knowledge of Japanese is
required, but compulsory Japanese language courses are
included in the curriculum.

PEAK is open to students who have received most of their
school education in languages other than Japanese.

Housing

UTokyo Residence Halls

UTokyo operates several residence halls that are open to
international students.

Due to the limited
number of rooms, on average, about 30% of applicants
succeed in securing a room in UTokyo’s accommodations.

Rents vary according to location, room size or surrounding
environment, but in general, monthly rent for a one-room
apartment runs in the range of JPY 60,000 to JPY 90,000 in
Tokyo. You will need to pay the equivalent of 4 or 5 months’
rent at the signing to cover the costs such as the deposit, key
money (REIKIN), agent’s commission, and initial rent.

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Frequently Asked Questions

Is it absolutely necessary to be proficient
in Japanese to apply?

It depends on the program/course you apply.

If you are applying to the PEAK program or GSC program,
Japanese proficiency is not required as the courses are taught
in English, but Japanese language courses are also offered as

a part of the curriculum. For any other undergraduate courses,

Japanese proficiency is required as classes are generally
conducted in Japanese.

For postgraduate courses, language requirements vary
depending on the course you take. Please check with the
relevant offices of the graduate schools.

Again, Japanese language courses are available at the
Japanese Language Center and in some graduate schools.
Regardless of course requirements we would recommend that
you learn Japanese while at the university to be able to carry

out day-to-day conversations and make the most of your time.

Do | need to contact my prospective
professor before | apply?

For some courses it is recommended that you contact your
prospective professor, especially if you are applying as a
postgraduate. In some cases, however, this is not necessary.
Please confirm with the departmental administration before
making contact. However, it is against university rules and
regulations for faculty members to be in contact with a
prospective student once applications are under review.

All communications, if any, must be made prior to sending in
your application.

How do I find out which campus
I will be on?

As a general rule, the first 2 years of undergraduate study
(Junior Division) are spent on Komaba Campus. From the 3rd
year onwards (Senior Division), your campus will depend on
your field of specialization. In most cases, this will be Hongo
Campus, but there are some departments which are located
on Komaba Campus. If you are entering as a postgraduate
student, you could be based on Kashiwa, Hongo or Komaba
Campus. Please check with the relevant department or
website for details. For undergraduate students taking the
degree courses in English, PEAK students (College of Arts and
Sciences) will be on Komaba Campus and GSC students
(Faculty of Science) will be on Hongo Campus.

Are we able to go and study abroad?

As a student of UTokyo you will be encouraged to take part
in a study abroad program during your time at the University.
UTokyo has a number of university-wide agreements with
other top-tier universities overseas. Moreover, many faculties
and graduate schools have departmental level exchange
agreements with other universities in a wide range of coun-
tries.
