Communication and Study Skills
In these sessions you will study and practice your English language skills for both general and

academic English. The lessons will be focused on Listening and Speaking, and Reading and
Writing Skills.

Intercultural Communication

These lesson will equip you with the knowledge, skills, and awareness necessary to navigate and
engage effectively in a cross-cultural environment. The sessions are designed to foster intercultural
competence, enabling participants to understand, appreciate, and adapt to cultural differences in
communication styles, social norms, and everyday interactions.

Lecture Programme
The lecture programme has twin aims of developing lecture and seminar skills, as well as giving
lectures on aspects British life, culture, and history.

Cultural Trip Preparation
Before each cultural trip you will study an integrated skills lessons, which will give you background
information and help you to plan and get the most from your trip.

Projects
You will work in groups to explore and research aspects of British culture, making comparison and
reflecting on differences with your own home culture. There are two projects.

1.Poster presentation.
